COOLED SEMEN, FROZEN SEMEN and LIVE COVER BREEDING CONTRACT

 

A&J Paint Horses

 

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into by/between Jerry Norris and Alice Harvell, co-owners of APHA Stallion NATURAL HITTER, doing business as A&J Paint Horses and /with                                                                                     hereinafter referred to as MARE OWNER.

 

WHEREAS the APHA stallion NATURAL HITTER, hereinafter referred to as STALLION is standing at A&J Paint Horses, and the MARE OWNER wishes to breed said MARE to said STALLION during the 2012 breeding season.

 

ALL COOLED SEMEN WILL BE COLLECTED AND SHIPPED ON MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY ONLY!!  Any need for shipped semen on a weekend will cost EXTRA and can not be guaranteed due to Veterinary Office being closed on weekends and flight shipment schedules.  PLEASE keep this in mind.

 

All payments to A&J Paint Horses are to be paid by American money order or American cashier's check.  NO personal checks accepted.

 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED:

 

1.   MARE OWNER shall guarantee that said MARE is healthy and in sound, breeding condition, FLUSHED and free of infection, as determined by a licensed veterinarian prior to LIVE COVER and SHIPPED SEMEN from said STALLION.  ALL of this AND a current Coggins Test for live cover.  

 

2.   MARE OWNER agrees to pay A&J Paint Horses a breeding fee of $800.00.  Terms:  $150.00 as a non-refundable booking fee with a balance of $650.00 due upon pickup of breeding mare.  This is for live cover.  An additional $300.00 is required for shipped semen making the breeding fee with the collection and shipment of cooled/frozen semen a total of $1100.00 due BEFORE first shipment of semen.  Said sums are NON-REFUNDABLE except as may otherwise be set forth in this Agreement. 

 

3.  It shall be the responsibility of the MARE OWNER to:
a.   Cooled Semen: Provide A&J Paint Horses with a $300.00 deposit on the Equitainer.  $250.00 of this fee is refundable with the return of the Equitainer and ALL the contents (excluding semen) via UPS 2nd Day Air, within 24 hours after usage or incur a late charge of $20.00 per day.  $50.00 of this fee is used for rental on the Equitainer and is non-refundable.  In lieu of this, a disposable semen shipping container may be used at the request of mare owner.  No deposit is needed in this case.  MARE OWNER needs to request preference.
         
Frozen Semen:  All frozen semen will be handled by Peterson & Smith Equine Reproduction (352-237-6151) in Ocala, FL.  Please contact them for frozen semen shipping prices to your area, rental containers, etc.

 

b.   Furnish A&J Paint Horses with a copy of the MARE'S registration certificate.  In the event that said MARE is a leased mare, the MARE OWNER will furnish A&J Paint Horses a copy of the lease agreement signed by the MARE OWNER and the current lessee of said MARE.  Non-applicable if the mare is NOT registered.  

 

c.  Insure that the semen is administered by a licensed veterinarian on the day of delivery (cooled semen only) to only the MARE (or mares) specified in this contract and insure that the inseminating veterinarian follows any and all instruction of the collecting veterinarian.

 

d.   Have MARE examined by a licensed veterinarian between 40 and 45 days (18 to 21 days if ultra-sound is used) after last cover and notify A&J Paint Horses of her pregnancy status at this time.  If STALLION OWNER is not notified of pregnancy status of MARE deemed so by licensed veterinarian within 50 days of last cover, then STALLION OWNERS will assume mare is pregnant and contract has been fulfilled.  (This is for breeders in the US.  Countries outside US will have until the end of their breeding season to notify A&J Paint Horses of mare's pregnancy status.)

 

e.   Assume all responsibility for the condition of the MARE and bare all risk of loss or damage to the MARE by death, illness, injury, infection or otherwise, AND agree to hold A&J Paint Horses harmless.  SOLE RESPONSIBILITY belongs to the MARE OWNER for the health of  the MARE as well as the unborn foal from the time the mare is SETTLED (deemed so by a licensed veterinarian) till the NORMAL delivery date/gestation period of foal.  ANY REASON for loss or injury of MARE or foal during this time is NOT the responsibility of A&J Paint Horses.  
THIS MEANS:  IF MARE, AFTER being determined POSITIVELY PREGNANT by a registered, licensed veterinarian, should SLIP, ABSORB or LOSE her foal for ANY reason, A&J Paint Horses is NOT to be held liable or responsible.  Therefore, A&J Paint Horses will NOT be required to rebreed FREE OF CHARGE said MARE.  This contract states that for a Breeding Fee of $800.00 we will IMPREGNATE your mare, deemed so by a  licensed veterinarian and we will honor the LIVE COLOR FOAL guarantee by insuring your new born foal (Born Foal) will stand and nurse for up to 72 hours.  ANYTHING that occurs AFTER the 72 hours is NOT the responsibility of A&J Paint Horses.  The MARE OWNER is liable for all the foals needs AFTER the first 72 hours of life.  The gestation period is SOLE RESPONSIBILITY of the MARE OWNER. (A&J Paint Horses has in the past and will continue to work with RESPONSIBLE mare owners dependant upon each, individual situation.  A&J Paint Horses reserves the right to decide upon each individual case.)  ALL recurring costs (should A&J Paint Horses decide current situation deems a rebreed to be necessary) will be incurred by MARE OWNER.  A&J Paint Horses can not be responsible for HOW/WHAT is done with MARE by MARE OWNER during gestation period.  ONLY, is A&J Paint Horses to be held liable/responsible for loss of foal IF a licensed veterinarian can determine that breeding of this MARE with NATURAL HITTER, for various reasons, will not and can not result in the birth of a live, healthy foal.  Then, a refund of the $800.00 breeding fee will be refunded to MARE OWNER.  Or, a replacement mare can be agreed upon.  These options are to be determined by MARE OWNER.  
            
            ANY QUESTIONS:  Please contact A&J Paint Horses for further discussion BEFORE any breeding begins.
            
In the past, A&J Paint Horses has honored breeding contracts where mares died during gestation period due to lightening strikes, colic, vehicle accident and loss/absorption of foal due to long hauling hours, change of diet, hard riding, etc.  A&J Paint Horses CAN NOT and WILL NOT be held responsible in the future for such situations.  ALL rebreeds will be determined solely by A&J Paint Horses depending on each, individual situation and accompanied with a licensed veterinarian's report.

 

4.  It shall be the responsibility of A&J Paint Horses to:

 

a. Warrant that the STALLION is fit for breeding purposes:  has been blood typed, that said blood type is on file with the American Paint Horse Association.

 

b.   Deliver live semen, in viable condition, at the time of delivery in two (2) doses per heat  cycle (for cooled semen) provided notification is give 48 HOURS (24 HOURS AT LEAST, PLEASE) in advance of projected shipping time.  Mare owner will be charged $300.00 per shipment of cooled semen.

 

Frozen Semen:  2 doses per breeding within the US.  3 doses per breeding for exported outside the US.  Mare owner will be responsible for shipment costs on all shipped frozen semen.

 

Any and all additional shipments of semen, deemed necessary in accordance with this contract, shall be done at an additional cost of $300.00 to be paid by MARE OWNER including container deposits as deemed necessary.

 

c.   Guarantee live semen to leave Peterson & Smith Equine Hospital, LLC or Baldwin County Clinic, the Stallion Stations to be used by A&J Paint Horses for the shipment of semen.  A&J Paint Horses is not responsible for delays, cancellation, loss or damage of containers from aircraft or any other means of transportation.  Insurance is an option provided by mare owner.

 

d.   Guarantee availability of the STALLION for collection for the 2012 season from February 10, 2012 to June 1, 2012.  All breedings will stop by June 1, 2012 unless prior arrangements have been made.  Later breedings due to late foaling will be considered.

 

           Frozen semen will be available any time of year.

 

5.   None of the above mentioned fees are refundable.  However, if MARE fails to conceive, MARE shall be examined thoroughly by a licensed veterinarian, and depending upon said veterinarian's advice, a substitute mare may be used in the MARE'S place, by mutual consent of the MARE OWNER and A&J Paint Horses.  A&J Paint Horses guarantees a return breeding for said MARE or an approved substitute the same season and/or following season should a normal pregnancy and live foal NOT result from breeding during 2012.  Failure to carry or produce a live foal is to be evidenced by a written statement from a licensed veterinarian within one (1) week of such determination.  

 

Live Color Foal Guarantee (LCFG) means that resulting foal from said MARE and STALLION shall be colored/marked as a Tobiano color pattern.  
     
A LIVE FOAL for purposes herein is a foal that is able to stand and nurse or is handfed for a period of 72 hours.  Provided, the live foal guarantee will only apply IF the death of the foal is related to an accident or injury arising out of the foaling process and NOT due to  negligence, third party or an Act of God.  Once licensed veterinarian deems said MARE SETTLED WITH FOAL, then A&J Paint Horses have completely fulfilled their contract at time UNTIL MARE'S foaling date following a normal, gestation period.  A&J Paint Horses is NOT responsible for ANYTHING that results in the loss of this foal prior to delivery AFTER a normal, gestation period.  Upon NORMAL GESTATION delivery date, A&J Paint Horses will guarantee the foal to stand and nurse (or be handfed) for 72 hours.  A&J Paint Horses is no longer responsible for the health of this foal AFTER 72 hours from birth.

 

Each and every situation can differ.  A&J Paint Horses agrees to discuss and consider each and every breeding with mare owner, and attending veterinarian if necessary, to decide on any rebreeding, mare replacement or breeding fee refund upon the result of NO FOAL.  Final decision will be that of A&J Paint Horses.
      

 

If the STALLION is not standing at stud at the time agreed for rebreeding, for any reason, A&J Paint Horses will refund 100% of the stallion breeding fee of $800.00 paid by MARE OWNER.  If the MARE OWNER fails to contact A&J Paint Horses, provide the evidence (by a licensed veterinarian) and substitute NO LATER THAN the conclusion of the current breeding season, Feb 10, 2008 through June 1, 2009, then any and all fees paid shall be forfeited and A&J Paint Horses shall have no further obligation with respect to said MARE or approved substitute.

 

6.   A&J Paint Horses COLOR guarantee is that all mares bred to NATURAL HITTER, regardless of mare's breed or color, shall deliver a tobiano/tovero marked foal, no solid colored foals or breeding fee of $800.00 shall be refunded.  NATURAL HITTER is 100% positive with the Tobiano gene by Portland State University.

 

7.   I understand that should the STALLION die, be sold/leased by A&J Paint Horses or become unfit for service prior to or during the servicing of the MARE, this contract is and shall be null and void with the entire Stallion Breeding Fee refunded.  This Agreement can not be assigned or transferred by the MARE OWNER.
